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Summer Fire Safety Messages

SAFETY How to Reduce the Risk of Wildfires
OUTDOO Dry ground in the summer means there’s an added risk of a fire starting, but

you should take care at all times of the year. Follow these tips to reduce the
chance of a wildfire in the countryside:
- Extinguish cigarettes properly and don’t throw cigarette ends on the
ground — take your litter home.
Never throw cigarette ends out of car windows.
Avoid using open fires in the countryside.
Don't leave bottles or glass in woodland — sunlight shining through
glass can start fires (take them home and recycle them).
Only use barbecues in a suitable and safe area and never leave
them unattended.
If you see a fire in the countryside, report it to the fire and rescue
service immediately.
Don't attempt to tackle fires that can’'t be put out with a bucket of
water — leave the area as quickly as possible.

Barbecues
Leisure activities such as barbecues should be relaxing and enjoyable
experiences. But, cooking over hot coals can be hazardous and people
can easily be distracted when in the company of friends and family.
- Keep a bucket of water, sand or a garden hose nearby for
emergencies.
Follow the safety instructions provided with disposable barbecues.
Never use a barbecue indoors.
Never use petrol or paraffin to start or revive your barbecue; use
only recognised lighters or starter fuels on coal.
Never leave a barbecue unattended.
Make sure your barbecue is well away from sheds, fences, trees,
shrubs or garden waste.
Empty ashes onto bare garden soil, not into dustbhins or wheelie
bins. If they're hot, they can melt the plastic and start a fire.
Enjoy yourself, but don’t drink too much alcohol if you are in
charge of the barbecue.
