	Action 

	1. Opening address
Robert opened the meeting. 
	

	2. Harlesdon Close – MK Council will be attending 
Robert gave an update on the issues experienced in the Harlesden Close play area.  This is an under 8s play area and is regularly used by youths, often making lots of noise, smoking, drinking and littering.

Jamie reported that the area is yet to be adopted by MKC from David Wilson homes, and they have been uncooperative in the maintenance and investment in the play area.

It was agreed that:

· TVP will increase patrols of the area and ask the young people to move on to the linear park in Monkston Park.

· Jamie Chalmers will investigate toddler swings to replace the flat seat swings and will investigate signage to deter older children using the play area.

· Jamie Chalmers to follow up with HCA/MKC planning to find out a firm timeline for the linear park play equipment project.

· Kate suggested that MKC wardens could be asked to patrol this area more regularly.
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	3. Feedback from the NAG Chair’s event
Robert gave feedback from the Chair’s event meeting.  Change is coming and the NAG structures may change in line with reduced financial support.  Community payback teams are available for work within the communities.  NAG toolkit now available to each NAG.  Robert confirmed that he would circulate the reports from the meeting.

	

	4. Review of what’s happening with 2010 NPPs
Parking

Update by-law

Robert updated the group on the response from MKC regarding the assessment of the locations identified for inclusion in the verge and pavement parking order. It was agreed that the Parish Council should agree whether it is a project to be pursued by the Parish Council.  The NAG group agreed that the number of complaints has been so small that it would be more appropriate to handle individual complaints as they arise.
Upminster Close Survey

Robert reported that the resident in Upminster Close has been consulted and visited and that the issue has now been resolved.
Windscreen advice

It was agreed that the final version of the windscreen advice notice will be uploaded to the PC website and may be used by TVP, Parish Councillors, NAG members and the group when on EVAs.
New issues from residents
Parking improvement scheme suggestion from John Bint.  As this is a jointly funded project for MKC and the Parish Council this issue is to be referred to the Parish Council for further discussion.
To summarise it is agreed and acknowledged that parking is an issue across the NAG area, and the residents are, overall, working to make the parking available work for them.  Obstruction and dangerous parking should be reported to TVP.
Litter

One hour events

Robert reported on the one hour litter pick events.  
Amanda was asked to investigate purchase of high visibility jackets (with NAG logo) for use at the litter pick events.

Kate suggested that MKC can offer litter-related assemblies in local schools.  Amanda to put Kate in touch with Gwen to consider joint working for future school related projects.  Kate reported that she takes assemblies with enforcement teams, etc. 

Budgens and local centre

Robert reported that he has met with the Budgens, Monkston Park owner and manager regarding litter and other related issues at the retail centre.  They will no longer give out plastic bags unless specifically requested by the customer.  An additional bin has been provided at the Budgens store.  Overall, the litter problem is currently improved. Cigarette butts still a problem and a bin will hopefully be installed on the wall for the butts.
Linear Park
Robert confirmed that the litter issues in the Parks Trust linear park have been reported and the current situation is considerably better than previously.
Anti-social behaviour

Local centre and linear park

Robert reported that a sign has been installed by the Parks Trust in the linear park to encourage park users to take care of the park.

Robert reported that anti-social behaviour has included burning fencing timbers.  These continue to be replaced by the Parks Trust.  Robert confirmed that the NAG is keen to work closely with the Parks Trust team to address and resolve these problems.

Cycle rack at Monkston Park retail centre has now been completely destroyed.  It was suggested that the cycle rack should be at the front (rather than the back) and that the alcove should be bricked up.  Amanda agreed to contact the management company and ideally have the shelter closed down, and another installed at the front of the building.

Bus shelter outside St Bernadette’s.  It was discussed that this shelter is not required as there is no bus service through the estate.  Jaime Tamagnini-Barbosa to contact Vanessa McPake to see whether this is likely to be used.  If it is not used it was suggested that the shelter could be re-used on the V10, where there is a bus stop and no shelter.  Kate offered to investigate moving the bus stop to the V10.
