	1. Members present and apologies for absence

Members present were Cllrs. Laws, Dalgarno, Maudsley (until 9pm), Smith, Cockram, Janice Cockram and Ferrans. The Clerk was in attendance. Also in attendance were Graham Clark and Brian Kalunga.

	2. Declaration of interest

Cllrs Dalgarno and Cockram expressed their interest in the allotments and Cllr Maudsley expressed his interest in the Kents Hill Sports Ground lease.

	4. Litter and community engagement project
Cllr Laws welcomed Mary Davies to the meeting and introduced her to the Councillors.  Mary presented her work as the Junior Citizenship programme.  The Councillors agreed that this would be an ideal programme to roll-out to schools in the local area, i.e. Kents Hill First School, Monkston Primary School, Heronshaw, Heronsgate, and Middleton schools, the Kents Hill Pre-School and the Chipmonks Pre-School in Monkston.

It was agreed that the Clerk will liaise with Mary regarding the programme and to support the initial contact with the schools.  Mary will provide the Parish Council with an outline of her anticipated costs to deliver this programme.

	5. Co-option of new Councillors to the Parish Council

Cllr Laws welcomed Brian Kalunga and Graham Clark and invited them to introduce themselves to the Council.  Cllr Laws outlined the recruitment procedure followed and it was agreed by all Councillors that Messrs. Kalunga and Clark should be co-opted to the Parish Council as members.  The acceptance forms and declarations of interests were duly signed and countersigned by the Clerk.

	

	6. Progress reports for information:
a. Landscape adoptions.  It was reported that progress is being made on the landscape adoptions and Jamie Chalmers is the Adoptions Officer handling the Monkston issues. 
b. Road adoptions.  It was confirmed that Stephen Gillions has served notice for the bond and progress should now be made. 
c. Monkston Park and Monkston allotments.  Monkston: The Clerk has received notification from Steve Crowther at MKC that he is pressing the developer to move this forward.  Monkston Park: The Clerk reported that Cheryl Montgomery of English Partnerships is supporting the Parish Council with this and will be encouraging MKC’s support with the allotment design sign off. 
d. MUGA consultation for Monkston Park.  Cllr Laws confirmed that the consultation document has been distributed and the Clerk reported that a number of votes, as well as a number of objections, have been received.  The consultation runs until the end of September and input will be gathered from residents, and research will be conducted within this period.  It was agreed that a working party be formed to gather evidence during this period, so that the findings can be reported back to the next Parish Council meeting (13th October 2008).  Cllrs Ferrans, Kalunga, Smith and Dalgarno agreed to work on this project and give feedback at the next meeting.

	7. Kents Hill Sports Ground Lease.  
The revised lease was discussed and the Clerk was asked to respond accordingly: 
a. The word "may" with the word "will" in connection with start and finish times of the tournaments.

b. With the exception of the two tournament weekends, one of the fields (either the north or the south field) should be available for local community use at all times.

c. The contract should be for a maximum of 3 years only.  The Parish Council considers the lease period of 10 years to be inappropriate and untenable.

d. The Pavilion should be available for community bookings and at fees consistent with other comparable community venues in the area.

e. Senior matches are held on the pitches furthest from the Frithwood Crescent allotment car park (i.e. at the top right end corner of the pitches, closest to Crowborough Lane) to avoid problems of noise.

f. Foul language should be discouraged at all times and the Parish Council would request vigilance to avoid this at all times, for the benefit of local residents.

g. It is still not clear that the parking provision will be sufficient to manage the number of car drivers attending training, summer school and matches for normal use of the pitches. The Parish Council would therefore require a car parking assessment to be conducted to ascertain the maximum number of cars anticipated to the Kents Hill Sports Field, and to ensure sufficient parking for these numbers.  

h. The parking capacity near to the Sports Fields should dictate the maximum numbers to use the facilities, and this maximum usage should be included in the lease.  This is to avoid parking problems in the area which will impact directly on the local residents and the community.

i. Clause 9.1, first sentence should be amended to exclude ‘ceases to be a football club and’.

The Clerk was requested to respond to MKC.
