	1. Members present and apologies for absence

	2. Declaration of interest

Cllrs Cockram, Bowker and Barnes expressed their interest in the Kents Hill, Monkston and Monkston Park allotments respectively. 


	

	3. Minutes
The minutes of the meeting on Monday 9th March were approved by the Councillors and duly signed by the Chair. 
The Councillors discussed the environmental health issues regarding bird droppings.  It was agreed that if the situation has not improved before next meeting, further action would be requested.  The Councillors agreed to monitor.

	4. Progress reports for information: 
a) Play sessions for Easter and Summer 2009
The Easter play sessions were discussed.  It was reported that the activities with the fire pit were successful.  It was felt the sessions were short in Monkston Park.  Further promotion was requested from MKPA for the summer sessions (e.g. decals for the vans).  The idea of snack/drink provision at the sessions was raised.

Action:  Clerk to contact MKPA to request report on the Easter sessions and to discuss opportunities for the summer sessions.

b) Monkston Park Community Centre
No progress has been made with the Monkston Park Community Centre as yet.  The Clerk reported that Cheryl Montgomery (HCA) would be having a meeting on Tuesday 21st April to discuss further.  Legal proceedings have started. 

c) Monkston Park allotment site
HCA are still awaiting confirmation from the contractors as to site progress and a completion date. 
d) Kents Hill allotment site
The Clerk reported that there are a number of trees along the boundary of the Kents Hill allotment site which are interfering with residents’ boundaries.  It was agreed that the Clerk would ask a contractor to assess the situation and potentially remove the trees.  The Councillors agreed that the contractor should rotovate plot 18 for a new tenant and to complete routine work.

e) Transfer of land from HCA/MKC to the Parish Council

The Clerk reported that the transfer of Monkston Park allotments needed legal representation and that Chris Long, MKC, had agreed to perform the duties for the Parish Council.  The Councillors requested that the Clerk contact BALC and/or NALC for advice on allotments – have all allotments been passed to Parish Councils; at which point of the transfer and registration process is the Parish Council responsible for the allotments.

	6. Non-residential parking standards
The Councillors made the following comments to be forwarded to the review team:

· Budgens deliveries to Kents Hill Budgens.

· Budgens deliveries and access to Monkston Park Budgens store.

· Kingston – overnight lorry parking is of concern; often trailers are left behind; deep ruts on the verges; slalom access through the roads; no facilities for the drivers (using Tesco customer facilities)

· Need a lorry park locally;  overnight lorry parking should not be permitted

· Parking for the Church of Christ the King in Kents Hill – existing parking, even with the use of the school parking facilities, is not sufficient 
Action:  Clerk to provide this feedback to Cllr Butler-Ellis and to invite him to future meetings to solicit the Parish Council’s views.

	7. Community Parking Partnership Scheme
The Clerk updated the Councillors as to the feedback from primary analysis by MKC on the parking issues in Blanchland Circle, following the submission of the community parking partnership application. Each parking bay was suggested at a cost of £3,800, and the MKC preliminary view was that 18 bays could be accommodated.

It was agreed that the Parish Council would not be able to bear these costs, and this should not be paid from the precept for the area.  The Parish Council felt strongly that these costs should be met by the principal authority.

	8. Parish Council provision of litter and dog waste bins
It was agreed to install dog bins as per Cllr Barnes/Corbett’s proposal, and to purchase a further bin from AH Contracts.

The litter bins to be supplied by MKC are to be positioned as follows:

a) On the underpass from Oakgrove School (in Monkston Park)

b) At the bus stop opposite Oakgrove School (in Monkston Park)

c) On Lindisfarne Drive, along redway (opposite Lounde, in Monkston)

d) In the Ouzel Valley Park, near to the end of Colliers Wood (near picnic benches – Monkston Park)

e) At the Monkston Pavilion (Monkston)

f) In the Kents Hill park play area (Kents Hill)
