	1. Members present and apologies for absence

Members present were Cllrs. Laws, Maudsley, Bowker, Corbett, Smith, Cockram, Ferrans, Clark and Barnes. Cllrs Kalunga and Mrs Cockram gave their apologies, which were accepted.  The Clerk was in attendance. 
Ward Councillors Sam Crooks and John Bint gave their apologies. Ward Councillor Edward Butler-Ellis was in attendance.  Adrian Carden (MKC) also attended the meeting.


	

	2. Declaration of interest

Cllr Bowker expressed his interest in the Monkston Community Centre. 
	

	3. Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting on 11th January 2010 and the Precept Planning meeting on 18th January 2010 were reviewed and approved.  The minutes were duly signed by the Chair as true records of the meetings. 

	

	4. Decision required – Road Safety and bus routes in the Parish
Adrian Carden presented reports on personal injury statistics from 2006-2009 for the Parish area.  The Councillors raised a number of issues with Adrian and explained the situation:
· Road planning around Kingston – access in and out of the Kingston centre

· Lane discipline on roundabouts and on V11

· Further development at Kingston

· Right turning buses across V11 – public transport department and safety

· V11 to Walnut Tree – trucks coming out of Brinklow

· H9 – Timbold Drive turning – railings on bridge for underpass and bus stops (3 on the stretch of road)

The Council noted that the accident statistics are prioritised by type of accident (fatal, etc) and not frequency of accident.

Ward Councillor Edward Butler-Ellis reported on the progress being made with the bus issue in Kents Hill.  He confirmed the public meeting on 2nd March at 7pm at the Kents Hill Community Centre to discuss bus services and reported issues with local residents.
The Councillors agreed that public transport is essential.  They agreed that they are in favour of big buses for big roads and smaller buses for smaller roads.  The Council agreed that the white lines on Frithwood Crescent need repainting.  Ward Cllr Butler-Ellis agreed to pursue this with MKC.
Action:  Ward Cllr Butler-Ellis to pursue the painting of white lines in Kents Hill with MKC.

	5. Decision required – Kingston planning proposal
It was agreed that, following the pre-meeting with the development team for the Kingston retail centre, the Council’s views and concerns would be reported to Alan Mills at MKC.

	6. Decision required – Community Centre Management

Following a meeting with Jill Dewick at MKC it was reported that MKC does not manage community centres, but rather outsources the management to either Hertsmere Leisure or to local resident committees.  The Parish Council agreed it was not keen to manage the new Monkston Park community centre and therefore would suggest that it is managed by Hertsmere.  MKC is keen to set up a steering committee to act as an advisory panel for the development of the community centre.  The Parish Councillors agreed that members should be encouraged to join the steering committee, and that an invitation to residents should be published in the next newsletter.
Action:  Peter to communicate this via the newsletter.
The Council requested the Clerk to contact MKC and confirm the preference for Hertsmere to manage the Monkston Park Community Centre and to commence dialogue regarding the steering committee.

Action:  Clerk to contact Jill Dewick at MKC.

The Parish Council agreed that it suggested that the Monkston Community Centre should also consider this management route when revising the committee structures.

	7. Decision required – Play area improvement scheme 2010/11
It was proposed at the precept planning meeting on 18th January that the Parish Council would provide £4000 for the funding of play area improvements to the Wilsley Pound, Kents Hill play area, under MKC’s Play Area Improvement Scheme.  This was formally endorsed and confirmed by the Council.


	

	8. Decision required – Precept Planning for 2010/11
It was proposed at the precept planning meeting on 18th January that the Parish Council would request a precept budget of £62,040 for 2010/11, which is a stand still budget (as per 2008/09 and 2009/10). This equates to £20 per Parish household and would be supported by £11,340 Parish Council reserves to provide a total budget of £73,380 for 2010/11.  The breakdown of this budget is agreed and confirmed in the minutes of the precept planning meeting (18th January 2010) and communicated to all residents via the precept letter enclosed in MKC’s Council Tax letter to residents.

	

	9. Decision required – Youth services provision
The Parish Council considered the proposal from MKC’s Youth Services department to provide youth activities for the Eastern Flank.  The Council decided to formally decline the proposal on the basis of no venue to run the events and no current option to introduce a venue in the near future.

	10. Decision required – Monkston Park allotments

The Parish Council formally agreed a response to MKP regarding the Monkston Park allotments – they agreed that they wished to request £3,500 from MKP to pay for fencing around the allotment site and additional prickly plants inside the boundary of the allotment site to improve security of the site.

	11. Decision required – Monkston Park play
The Parish Council formally agreed a response to MKP to the Monkston Park play proposal:  The Parish Council agrees in principle to the Monkston Park play project and supports MKP in providing natural play equipment at selected sites in Monkston Park (specific sites to be agreed with input from the residents and public opinion).  The Parish Council is in favour of the naturalistic style of play opportunities, as proposed by MKP.

	12. Progress update – continued

a) Bulb planting 
The Clerk explained to the Council that the opportunity to plant spring bulbs (aconites in green) had been missed for this season, and it would be preferable to plant bulbs in the autumn.  It was therefore proposed that the Clerk contacts Ward Councillors Bint, Crooks and Butler-Ellis to request formally to defer their contributions to this project (£285 x 3 = £855) to the autumn planting project.  In this way, the bulbs planting can be mechanised, and the 2009/10 and 2010/11 Parish Council budgetary contribution can be used, along with the contributions from the Ward Councillors, to purchase more bulb and to be able to plant them across the Parish.
Action:  Clerk to contact Ward Councillors Bint, Butler-Ellis and Crooks.

b) Parish Charter

Cllr Maudsley updated the Council on the developments with the Parish Charter.  The Charter is being developed by a working party and will be circulated for consideration once complete.

14a. Appeals for funding
There was one application for funding from Monkston Primary School.  It was agreed that 
a) the amount of funding requested far exceeds the annual Parish Council budget for grants; 
b) the application is for building work which is fundamentally the responsibility of another statutory body to fund, and as such the Parish Council agreed that the statutory body should provide this funding; 
c) the proportion of budget granted by the Parish Council should not be out of proportion to other applications and therefore should be fair in its benefit to residents; 

d) the Parish Council should encourage the school to apply for funding from other organisations to meet their funding target; 

e) the Parish Council agreed to provide £2000 to the school towards the overall project on the condition that a component of the project is defined for utilising the £2000 contribution.  The Clerk was asked to verify with BALC if this grant is lawful under the regulations.
